Saints this week:

St John Eudes: A Missionary travelling to many parishes in his native France. He propagated devotion to
the Sacred Heart and founded a congregation to promote the formation of priest.

St Pius X, Pope: Born in Riese, Italy to a poor family in 1835.When ordained he worked as a parish priest
for 17 years. When in 1903 he was elected Pope, he sought to renew Christian life by emphasising the
Eucharist. He worked strenuously to avoid war in 1914 but died shortly after its outbreak on the 20™
August.

St Rose of Lima: Born in Peru in 1586, she entered the third order of Saint Dominic and became known as
a great mystic, all the time living at home. She died, aged 31, in 1617.

St Bartholomew: Was born in Cana. He was led to Jesus by the apostle Philip, and after the Lord’s
Ascension tradition has it that he preached the gospel in India where he suffered martyrdom.
