Saints this week:

St Cuthbert, Bishop was born in 634 and died on Farne (Northumberland) on 20" March 687. He started
life as a shepherd boy then became a monk and later prior at Melrose. In 664 he became prior of
Lindisfarne and gradually won over the community to Roman customs. In 676 he left the monastery to live
in solitude as a hermit on the island of Inner Farne.
